APC abstracts that mention enslaved persons are listed here. They are not necessarily mentioned in the
reports. This list does not capture mention in other documents. Further study of the printed cases and the
registers will definitely expand the list.

The APC uses the words ‘slave’ and ‘negro’ variously spelled: Slave(s) or slave(s); Negro(s) or Negroe(s);
negro(s) and negroe(s). In the reports, the editors use the spelling of the APC when quoting from the APC.
When not quoting, we use the term the APC used in the abstract but with the following spellings: slave(s)
and Negro(es).
